Anita “Gail” Hobson Winter was born October 7, 1947, in Ripley, Mississippi,
to James and Johnnie Elizabeth Hale Hobson and passed away May 10,
2022, at Union County Health and Rehabilitation Center. She was raised in
the Beech Hill community just across the Benton/Tippah County line and was
a lifelong member of the Church of Christ. 

 

She was the youngest child and only girl of her two doting parents and
handsome and protective older brothers: Jimmy Hale Hobson and Michael

made their home in Vardaman, where they were an integral part of the
community and raised their two boys. She was a faithful member of South
Jackson Church of Christ in Houston, Mississippi, as long as she lived in
Vardaman, attending services three times a week. 



A lifelong homemaker, she was the definition of a true Christian southern lady
who excelled in making sweet potato pies and tuna salad. She love her family
fiercely and was known for her thoughtfulness toward others.
